Guidelines for San Francisco Foster Youth Fund Requests
	1) The San Francisco Foster Youth Fund (SFFYF) is a non-profit organization supported by contributions.

· Please consider if your request can be filled or matched by any other funding sources                                                (i.e., HSA funds, City Youth Now or Philanthropic Ventures Foundation).

· Appropriate requests to the SFFYF include lessons, school-related activities, athletics and athletic uniforms, camps, proms and school dances, family visits/travel, and graduation-related expenses and expenses for non-minor dependents.  There is also a separate tech fund to help foster youths, age 12 and over to purchase devices they may need to use in their educational and job-hunting pursuits, approved on a case by case basis. 

· Keep in mind that your requests should meet the child’s specific needs. If you are not sure if your request is appropriate for the SFFYF, consult with Eileen Cavan eileen.cavan@sfgov.org.
· Maximum tech grant is $250 per youth per calendar year, with an additional $100 laptop/tablet supplemental available based on available funding.

· Maximum for all other grant categories is $350 per youth per calendar year.  An exception is                made for high school seniors who have higher than usual expenses related to their graduation.                 For these youth, the maximum for regular grants will be $500 for the calendar year that includes                  their graduation. 

2) If you think your request is appropriate, fill out the request form.  Please make  sure you have 
            completed all the questions.  Failure to provide all necessary information will delay your 

            request.  Include the specific reason for the request, and receipts and/or supporting documents.

3) After completing the request form, send it, and appropriate documentation by email to: grants@sffosteryouthfund.org and CC Eileen.cavan@sfgov.org. You will be notified by email when a decision has been made regarding your request.  If the request is an emergency, please indicate so in the subject line and we will do our best to respond quickly.  However, please try not to depend on the SFFYF for emergency funding.

4)        Reimbursements will be made electronically through Zelle which is used by most major banks. For more info, visit: https://www.zellepay.com/get-started. If the person being reimbursed does not have Zelle, checks can still be issued.  Please include the full mailing address where the check should be sent.
